Biography/Artist’s Statement

After 18 years in public relations/corporate communications, Dave Wilson has been turning more of his focus to – among other things – fine art photography. As a lifelong hiker and published outdoor author (Hiking Ruins Seldom Seen, Falcon Press, 1999, 2011), the natural choices for artistic subjects have been nature and landscapes.
